on SEPTEMBER 1, 2006, mR. jUSTICE lUC MARTINEAU OF THE FEDERAL COURT ALLOWED THE APPLICATION OF jOE TAYLOR FOR CANADIAN CITIZENSHIP AND DIRECTED THE MINISTER TO ISSUE MR. TAYLOR A CERTIFICATE OF CITIZENSHIP. Mr. taylor is THE SON OF A CANADIAN WWII SOLDIER (BORN OUT OF WEDLOCK). 

Martineau BASED HIS ORDER ON HIS FINDING THAT THE SECTIONS OF THE CITIZENSHIP ACT UPON WHICH mR. TAYLOR’S ORIGINAL APPLICATION WAS DENIED ARE IN CONTRAvene sECTION 1 OF THE CANADIAN BILL OF RIGHTS AND SECTIONS 7 AND 15 OF THE CANADIAN CHARTER OF RIGHTS AND FREEDOMS.
THE MINISTER IS APPEALING THE DECISION. THIS IS AN OUTRAGE.
THE CITIZENSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE 38TH PARLIAMENT OF WHICH MR. tELEGDI AND mR. sIKSAY WERE MEMBERS, HELD HEARINGS IN ALL PROVINCIAL CAPITALS, AND IN VANCOUVER, WATERLOO AND MONTREAL. 
AT THE INVITATION OF THE THEN MINISTER OF CITIZENSHIP, THE COMMITTEE WROTE THREE REPORTS TO PARLIAMENT THE LAST OF WHICH WAS CALLED UPDATING CANADA’S CITIZENSHIP LAWS: ITS TIME. It MADE RECOMMEDATIONS TO MAKE OUR CITIZENSHIP ACT CONFORM TO PROVISIONS OF THE cANADIAN CHARTER OF RIGHTS AND FREEDOMS.
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
